International Friendship Day (10 April)

4. The school will be commemorating International Friendship Day (IFD) on Friday, 10
April. This occasion aims to deepen our students’ understanding of Singapore'’s relationships
with its neighbouring countries and the wider global community, with a particular focus on
partnerships within the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN). This year's theme,
‘Singapore: Forging Friendships in a Complex World’, highlights the importance of building
strong international relationships. As the Philippines holds the ASEAN Chairmanship this year,
students will also learn more about the Philippines and the longstanding friendship it shares
with Singapore.

5. Classroom lessons to commemorate IFD will be conducted during Monday's FTGP
period on 6 April. During Assembly sessions in the hall that week, we will introduce some of
our international students in QtPS to highlight the diverse international community within our
school and the friendships formed across different races and nationalities. During the level
recesses on Friday, 10 April, game booths featuring traditional games from Southeast Asia will
be set up for students to enjoy, and these will be facilitated by parent volunteers from the
Queenstown Parent Support Group (QtPSG). Through these activities, we hope to create a
meaningful and engaging IFD experience for all our Queenstowners.

Earth Week 2026 (20 to 24 April)

6. At QtPS, we believe in nurturing eco-stewards by providing students with meaningful
opportunities to care for the environment through both learning and action. During Earth Week
this April, our Environmental Club will take the lead in raising awareness about sustainability
and encouraging the school community to play an active part in protecting our planet.




7. This year, we are pleased to have Semula Singapore conduct an assembly talk on
Singapore’s waste management and recycling systems; the importance of improving our
recycling habits; and how we can recycle more accurately and responsibly. Students will also
get to engage with interactive recess booths promoting plastic reduction, recycling, and
upcycling, while learning how small actions can make a big difference.
